Release of Liability

Michigan Area United Methodist Camping

The camps of Michigan Area United Methodist Camping MAUMC) offer food, lodging, and transportation, as
well as challenging and educational activities associated with camping and the outdoors, such as hiking, boating,
swimming, campfires, fishing, ropes courses, horseback riding, climbing and the like. Both campers and staff
members, including volunteers, may have the opportunity to participate in one or more of these activities.

While MAUMC tries to provide for the safety of its campers and staff members, there are unavoidable risks
of injury and even death associated with camping and its related services and activities. Injury or death can occur
even when care has been taken to provide for safety. Consequently, MAUMC requires that this Release of Liability
be signed before anyone may attend a camp, or participate in camp activities, as either a camper or staff member.

If you are a prospective camper or staff member under eighteen years of age, one of your parents or your
legal guardian must print his or her name below and then sign and date the line designated Signature of Parent or
Guardian of Camper/Staff Member Under Age 18. If you are a prospective camper or staff member eighteen years of
age or older, you must print your name below and sign and date the line designated Signature of Adult Camper/Staff
Member.

In consideration of the opportunity to be involved in a camp and the related services MAUMC provides, the
undersigned agrees as follows:
